
RETREAT RULES


All dogs are kenneled at the sole risk of the owner.  However, we will endeavour to make your dog’s stay as safe and enjoyable as we can.

· Note: We trust that your dog’s vaccinations are up-to-date.  We strongly recommend that they are also on a preventative program for canine cough & parasites (including giardia).

All K9 visitors must have a Dog Profile filled out and their human companions must sign the Release for our files.

We feed & recommend Prism adult maintenance dogfood (www.prismpetfood.com) to our visiting K9s (unless they have specific dietary requirements).

· Call (403-335-2382) ahead.

It is important to us that the dogs get their play time*.  Visiting outside of the stated hours cuts into the play time of the dogs, as they cannot be loose in the yard when we have visitors.
· Due to the increasing number of kennel clients, yard time is at a premium during the months of July & August, over Christmas holidays (mid-December to mid-January) & on long weekends.  We can no longer give tours during these peak times.
· It is also highly recommended that you book early if you need the kennel at peak times of the year.
HERDING DOG RESCUE
With her connections in the world of stock dogs and agility (and other dog sports), Cindy has fostered and found homes for many dogs, primarily Border Collies and Border Collie crosses, over the last 15 years.  She is currently fostering under the umbrella of Border Collie Friends Rescue.  Other herding breeds, such as Australian Cattle Dogs, Kelpies, Belgian & German Shepherds (to list just a few), she is fostering independently.
The aim of these rescues is to find active pet homes for those dogs that display common, yet often misunderstood, herding behaviours.  Although these behaviours are most often seen in Border Collie type dogs, there is a large number of herding breeds that demonstrate similar characteristics.  With the space now available, she can provide the activity to maintain a healthy disposition until the right home is found.

THE FACILITY

We’re not fancy, but your dog is like family!
· Large, clean kennels kept at a comfortable temperature.

· Small, old or worried dogs may be crated in the house (varies with the individual dog).

· Special diets and/or medication schedules are adhered to.

· meals/meds proportioned appropriately please.
· Individual chain link dog runs for those dogs with “space” or “dog” issues.

· 50’ x 50’ chain link exercise pen for puppies, petite and/or “petrified” pooches.
· 1.5 acres of fenced yard for those dogs that can play together (always under supervision).

· Vacationing K9s have free access to the paddling pools during the summer season.

Emergency veterinary services on-call and only a 15 minute drive away. 

· Pick up and delivery service, 2:00 pm weekdays, at Launder-A-Pet in Calgary (see Booking).

*Play Time…


Our goal is to give our kennel visitors 6 – 10 hours of outside play time (dependent on weather conditions & Calgary traffic).
